Contractor/Developer Award
Given to outstanding contractor/developer who employs the best management practices that relate to protecting the fragile natural resources of the Lowcountry and who demonstrates solid environmental stewardship practices.
Judging

Remember the scope of the project should be given the most emphasis.  Anything that is done for the visual improvement between March of the previous year and March of the current year should be included.  This can be a club or group working alone or with a cooperative program.  However if a cooperative program, each organization must make individual reports.  Educational exhibits or programs can be included if these are for the purpose of making the public aware of the need for visual improvement

Presentation

The presentation should be in a manner this is immediately apparent to the judges what has been done, how it was done, what was accomplished, and the number of people participating.  Any supporting evidence should be included.
