Community Pride Education Awards Criteria

The following information should be helpful to you if your school or club is interested in competing for an incentive award.  First place winners receive $100, second place is $75, and third place is $50.  Applications are due to the Clemson Extension Service for judging by March 31st. Education Award

Award that is given to individuals or youth groups who perform outstanding community service through clean-up or beautification efforts.  Examples include Adopt-A-Highway, Dune, Beach, Waterway, Block, School Yard, Neighborhood, or Park.
Judging

Remember the scope of the project should be given the most emphasis.  Anything that is done for the visual improvement between March of the previous year and March of the current year should be included.  This can be a club or group working alone or with a cooperative program.  However if a cooperative program, each organization must make individual reports.  Educational exhibits or programs can be included if these are for the purpose of making the public aware of the need for visual improvement

Presentation

The presentation should be in a manner this is immediately apparent to the judges what has been done, how it was done, what was accomplished, and the number of people participating.  Any supporting evidence should be included.
